Getting Ready for Easter 
 

Itôs Lent; time to prepare for Easter.  But what does that mean to you and to me?  What is the big deal, 
after all?  Easter comes every year whether or not we prepare or are ever prepared.  This is absolutely 
true; Easter does arrive and get celebrated each and every year.  But at the heart of the Christian faith 
and experience, is each individualôs and each communityôs continuing ñYESò to Jesus and his program 
of salvation for all. 
 
Letôs face it, it is easy to be blas® about celebrating an event that seems to have taken place once, 
2,000 or so years ago.  But in reality, Easter comes to us all many times in our lives.  It is our realization 
of Godôs love for each of us and all of us that we are sometimes very aware of, and sometimes very 
oblivious to.  When we prepare for Easter, we remember, rehearse, and reenact our affirmative       
commitment(s) to follow the way of Jesus Christ, Godôs own child, crucified and risen on our behalf. 
And so, each year, we begin again to commit ourselves to this Savior, this Love, this Eternal. 
 
What can you do to prepare?  There are many things people do.  Take an extra moment to pray, praise, 
and be thankful each day.  Take time to reread the Jesus story ï I recommend Luke ï it is a bit longer 
but it explains the story better than the other gospels.  Perhaps commit yourself to do some service in 
the church or wider community.  Remember to be generous with your talents.  Give to others by sharing 
your faith, no matter how simple or complex; let your light shine. 
 
It so happens that the Adult Study class for Lent is reading and discussing ñThe Walk: Five Essential 
Practices of the Christian Life,ò by Adam Hamilton.  The five practices are listed in the paragraph 
above.  The Adult Study group meets on Monday evenings:  March 2, 9, 16, 23, 30, and April 6 from 7 ï 
8:30 pm in room 1.  If you cannot join us, there may be spare books (and they are also available from 
Amazon) and time to share ideas and reactions with others.  There is also a six part DVD with the     
author himself which can be borrowed or viewed at the church. 
 
Come worship on Sundays or join the Newfound Area Churches ecumenical services (with lunch      
provided) on Wednesdays at noon.  The schedule is on the calendar.  AND, donôt be too hard on    
yourself if you are unable to do everything you might want.  God is gracious, after all, and revels in our 
attempts to know God and be worshipful and committed.
